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Characteristics of Web 2.0 technology

Freeware and open for amendment
e Users are free to use

 Free to use, users increase quickly; feedback about the
freeware increases accordingly; updated version of freeware
was amended from time to time

e E.g. Think about YouTube, the users of YouTube increases
sharply, there are a lot of changes between YouTube at 2005 to
YouTube 2010, and it is still free for users. However, MS Office
has changed from MS Word Office 2003 to MS Office 2007

during the time and you need to pay for updating.
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Characteristics of Web 2.0 technology

Folksonomy vs Taxonomy

e Folksonomy in Web2.0: User defined searching structure

« User-defined tags are used to define your posting, categories of tags are
developed which will build up a user-defined classification for information
searching

e Taxonomy in Traditional website: built-in hierarchy of

knowledge structure

» a built-in hierarchy of knowledge structure for information
searching which could not be added or refined by users
(Similar to Library book call number, you have to follow their
classification and users can’t amend the classification or the
call number)
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Characteristics of Web 2.0

Learning community

 Individual user-defined tags can be linked to global
user-defined tags with the same “wordings”, linking up
different users will create a huge learning community for
knowledge sharing and construction

news or information on various media formats

e RSS feeds benefit publishers by letting them syndicate content
automatically.

e readers can subscribe to timely updates from favored websites or to
aggregate feeds from many sites into one place (Wikipedia, 2009)
